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Directions to start:

Leave Savannah by going over the Talmadge Bridge (Take Oglethorpe West, it will take you over this bridge). Stay
on US 17 until you reach Hardeeville and take 1-95 North. Stay on I-95 until you reach Exit #42-ORANGEBURG,
RIGHT onto Hwy 21, and continue for 2.7 miles, then LEFT onto US17A. Go 7.6 miles, turn left onto Blackcreek
Road (SR28). The start is at an old school building now used by the Sheriff Dept. DO NOT BLOCK THE
ENTRANCE NOR THE ROAD THAT SERVICES the waste collection station.

0 Leave the start going back to US17A

7 R Right onto US 17A
2.0 L Onto Ritter Road, SH 41
5.1 R Just past Catholic Hill Church, turn right onto SH 436
6.8 R Onto Oregon Road, SH 535
8.1 L Follow road making a sharp left turn, becomes Pymes Road
104 R Onto at deadend, onto SH 119, Whithall Road
Continue on Whitehall Road at next intersection.
Ride past Whitehall Plantation, typical Early American Plantation.
14.1 TURN AROUND and return the way you came ... view the plantation again!
153 R Onto SH 66
15.7 Cross “Gump Bridge”, this bridge with Negros fishing was a scene

from the Gump movie, after Forrest caught the school bus, this bridge was in the
background in the movie.
17.7 ‘This plantation was the Gump home, the lane from the entrance gate (current sign reads “BLUFF)
is where they filmed Forrest running out of his braces. The gate is where he was pictured
catching the school bus. This paved road was covered with dirt to simulate a typical Southern
country road in the 50°s and later removed after the filming. The movie people also constructed a
false front of building to simulate a town at the top of the hill you can see from the gate.
26.7 Cross US 17A, store stop ... NO REST ROOM .. Continue on SH 66
289 R Onto SH 118
318 R Onto SH28, Black Creek Road
